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The legendary Noorduyn Norseman is arguably the oldest, essentially unmodified transport 
design in the world that continues to fly in its intended role, although we are now moving 
into the private collector, warbird, nostalgic flights and air show phase.   
There are 24 Norseman on the current Canadian Civil Aircraft Register, but 16 are not      
actively flying.  See page 2.  Note; C-GRZI, CF-BSB are presently on the historical register. 
Five known active airworthy Norseman reside outside Canada, including LN-TSN (Norway) 
and N420QN, N164UC, N364FQ, N78691 (United States).  See page 3.  
There are many more Norseman on static display throughout the world.  The primary intent 
of this list is to provide a reference for the Norseman community and enthusiasts about the 
worldwide active airworthy or under restoration to airworthy examples 90+ years after the 
prototype, CF-AYO took to the sky on November 14, 1935.  Keep them flying!
